Just like a Nonna’'s

Spaghetti con Vongole (Spaghetti with clams) — this is a great recipe to make if you want something quick,
easy and tasty.

300-500g clams (washed out thoroughly — to get rid of any sand
residue)

Ya- cup white wine

2-4 thsp olive oll

4 garlic cloves (crushed)

1 tin chopped tomatoes

2 tbps tomato paste

Chilli (2-3 tsp — depending on how hot you like it)

500g packet spaghetti (also can use Fettuccine)

Chopped parsley (to garnish)

In a large hot frypan (with lid), cook the garlic and oil (till brown)

Throw in the tomatoes, tomato paste, chilli and wine and let simmer until the tomatoes thicken.

When thickened, add the clams and put the lid on the pot.

Once the clams start to open, they are cooked — so remove from the heat.

Cook up the pasta (spaghetti or fettuccine)

Mix the clams with the pasta and garnish with chopped parsley - enjoy with a nice glass of white wine.

Buon Appetito!!

Note, this recipe can also be made “in Bianca” — ie: without the tomatoes and tomato paste.

Management of Club’s Car Parks
